THEFT ALERT!
    Several member companies have 
reported being the victims of major 
theft.  The items have ranged from 
trucks to tires, pipe, tools and other 
equipment.  One member reported 
that the thieves brought their own cement blocks to 
prop a vehicle and remove the tires.

Losses have ranged as high as $7,000 to $10,000.  If 
you do not have everything in your shop and yard 
locked down, be sure to do it.

Investigators at one driller’s shop said that other 
people in the area who are in construction trades were 
experiencing theft as well. 

Robberies at member companies so far seem to be 
limited to the eastern part of the state. To date they 
have not found whether the thefts are related.

ACTION ON CONNECTION ISSUE
Acting on reports coming from members in several coun-
ties, the association took the following position in address-
ing the issue:

RE: Main shutoff valve on individual water well and 
pump systems. 

 Dear Mr. Watts: 
I am writing to you on behalf of the Virginia Water Well 
Association regarding the proper placement of main 
shutoff valves where an individual water well system is 
utilized. It has come to our attention that some localities 
in Virginia may require the main shutoff valve to a dwell-
ing or building to be located immediately as the supply 
line enters the foundation wall, prior to the pressure tank 
and controls, when served by these systems. Installation 
of such valves prior to the pressure tank and controls 
removes the systems ability to be automated and safely 
controlled if the valve is incidentally closed while power 
is still supplied to the pump circuit. Isolating such supply 
lines prior to the safety and control devices located at the 
pressure tank, allowing extraordinarily high pressures, cre-
ates both a concern of safety and compromises the integri-
ty of an individual water well system. The proper place-
ment of a main shutoff valve for these systems should be 
on the effluent or outgoing side of the pressure tank as 
directed through general industry practice guidelines. 

Clarke County has established a water well ordinance as 
seen below that does a good job in providing guidelines 
for the proper location and placement of shutoff valves 
for an individual water well system.

CLARKE COUNTY WATER WELL ORDINANCE: 

(r) "Water service connection" means the water service con-
nection of a public water supply and shall be considered 
the effluent connection of the water meter or the effluent 
pipe of the pressure tank where there is no water meter. The 
water service connection of a private water supply shall be 
considered the effluent pipe of the pressure tank.
 (s) "Water supply system" means the source, works and 
auxiliaries. 

It is of the opinion of the Virginia Water Well Association 
that such language be implemented for building offi-
cials throughout the state to use where these systems are 
concerned. Furthermore, it may be beneficial if the state 
adopted such a position within 
the Code of Virginia.
